AND REGISTRATION:

Only one person may register per form. Photo-
copy for additional registrations. No registration
accepted by telephone, e-mail or fax. Payment
must accompany the registration. Upon registra-
tion and payment, you will receive confirmation
and any pertinent information you will need.

Participants must be at least 16 years of age.

Registrants who register and do not attend and
fail to cancel at least a week prior are not eligible
for a refund.

If you have any special physical needs or food
requirements, please include this information in
the space provided on the registration form so
the Portneuf Naturalist’s can attempt to accom-
modate those needs.

Participants understand that photographs,
video, or audio tape may be taken during the
workshop and may be used in future support of
the program. All volunteers are background

checked.

The training schedule attempts to offer each of
the sessions as listed, however the Chapter re-
serves the right to make substitutions to the
schedule, when necessary. Class size is limited
and taken on a first come first served basis.

Becoming a certified Idaho
Master Naturalist is a three step
process:

Basic Training

The first step to becoming an Idaho Master
Naturalists is the successful completion of a 40-
hour training course with your area chapter that
includes both classroom and field experiences.
The training course is designed as a “broad
based” course that provides volunteers with a
background knowledge of the area in which they
will pursue their service projects. This course is
required only once.

Please note, there is a class fee of $80 to cover
materials and chapter operation costs. Enrolled
participants will receive a Portneuf Naturalist’s
tool box with the required curriculum materials
as well as various other field guides and re-
sources on local natural history topics.

Advanced Training

In addition to the one-time 40-hour training
course, Idaho Master Naturalists are required to
attend eight hours of advanced training in their
area of volunteer interest. Advanced training is
intended to provide volunteers with the back-
ground knowledge and skills needed to effec-
tively perform the volunteer service of their
choice. Advanced training is required annually
for re-certification.

Volunteer Service

To attain the status of certified Idaho Master
Naturalist, members must contribute at least 40
hours of volunteer service in their local commu-
nity each year. Volunteer service must be in a
project approved by the chapter. Volunteer ser-
vice is required each year for re-certification.
